Housekeeping Legislation:

Item 1 – Code, Part One, Opening Paragraph, page 1 – change ASUA to UANA

United States Synchronized Swimming, Inc. (the “Corporation”), is the member of the United States Olympic Committee (USOC) for the sport of synchronized swimming, and as such is recognized as the national governing body (NGB) for the sport of synchronized swimming in the United States, responsible for the conduct and administration of the sport throughout the country. As a member of the USOC, the Corporation shall submit to the rules of the American Arbitration Association in any controversy involving its recognition as a national governing body as provided in the USOC By-Laws or involving the opportunity of any amateur athlete, coach, trainer, manager, administrator, or official (refer to Rule IV, Officials and Duties, in the Technical Rules for categories) to participate in amateur athletic competition, as provided in the USOC By-Laws. Through its membership in United States Aquatic Sports (USAS) (See Appendix I), the Corporation is affiliated with the Federation Internationale de Natation Amateur (FINA), the international federation for the aquatic sports, and the Amateur Swimming Union of the Americas (ASUA) Union Americana De Natacion (UANA).
Rationale: The ASUA Congress met in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil during the Pan American Games and officially changed the name of their organization to Union Americana De Natacion (UANA).
