DIRECTIONS
Airport to Pool/Hilton Airport Hotel:
From LAX:  Take the 405 Freeway South, 30 miles, to the MacArthur Blvd. exit.  Turn left onto MacArthur Blvd.  The hotel will be on the left.  Pass the hotel and turn left onto Douglass.  Turn left into the Hilton parking lot.
From Long Beach:  Take the 405 Freeway South, 25 miles, to the MacArthur Blvd. exit.  Turn left onto MacArthur Blvd.  The hotel will be on the left.  Pass the hotel and turn left onto Douglass.  Turn left into the Hilton parking lot.

From Santa Ana/Orange County:  Hotel is located directly across the street from the airport.  Exit the airport onto MacArthur Blvd. and turn right.  Turn left onto Douglass.  Turn left into the Hilton parking lot.

Aquatic Center Parking:

The parking lot is shared with the High School so parking is only permitted in the Aquatic Center spaces (in front of Aquatic Center) on weekdays.  Additional parking is available at the corner of Walnut Ave. and Yale Ave. just beyond the Aquatic Center on the left.
GROUND TRANSP.
All major rental car companies’ available as well as public buses.
VENUE RULES

· Obey lifeguards at all times.  

· Food is not permitted in locker room areas.  

· Glass of any kind or balloons are not allowed anywhere in the facility or on the pool deck.  Plastic water bottles are allowed.

· No cooking will be allowed in the facility.  Clubs may bring coolers into the facility.

· Spectator seating will be in the bleachers within the boundaries of the competition area. Athletes may sit in the bleachers beyond the spectator seating area.  Venue seating capacity is 1,000.

· Please arrive gelled.  There will be a small touch up gelling area outside the facility near the Snack Bar on the grass.  Do not use or remove gel inside the facility!  Anyone observed using or removing gel inside the facility will be fined $100 to be paid immediately to Southern California Association (SCA).  NO EXCEPTIONS.
· In case of an accident, a lifeguard must be notified immediately and must complete a report.  The meet manager must also be notified.

· The hospitality area is for officials, coaches, alumni and sponsors only.

· Locker rooms:  Limited lockers are available.  Do not leave locks on overnight.  They will be cut off nightly.  Please designate on your entry information the names of any male competitors.

· Parking:  The parking lot is shared with the High School.  Parking is only permitted in the spaces designated for the Aquatic Center (in front of the Aquatic Center) on weekdays.  Additional parking is available at the corner of Walnut Ave. and Yale Ave., just beyond the Aquatic Center on the left.

CREDENTIALS

All participants, officials and volunteers will receive credentials.  Each club will receive 2 coach and 1 chaperone credential per 10 credentialed athletes.  Chaperone credentials do not allow deck access.  Extra chaperone credentials can be purchased for $25 each.  Submit request on Form C.  Make check payable to Southern California Association (SCA).
Restricted access to the facility will be strictly enforced.  Please wear your credential at all times.  There is a $50 replacement charge for lost credentials.  Make check payable to Southern California Association (SCA).
SOUND SYSTEM
An Oceanears sound system with a variable speed cassette deck and variable speed CD player will be used.

MUSIC SELECTION
Television coverage is being considered for the Championships.  No routine will be taped unless the Music Selection Form (Form G) is completed.
FOOD SERVICES
A Snack Bar will be open at the pool throughout the day for spectators and all event attendees.  No cooking will be allowed in the facility.  Clubs may bring coolers into the facility.

OFFICIALS AND 
Lunch will be available in the hospitality room throughout the competition.  Snack items will be available in

the morning and afternoon/early evening.  Please allow officials to eat first.

Championship Programs may be purchased in advance for $5.  All Session Pass tickets will include a Championship Program and Orders of Draw.  Be sure to take home copies of the Championship Program for family and club members who could not attend!  Submit order quantity and payment on Form D.  Make check payable to Southern California Association (SCA).
SPECTATOR TICKETS
Spectator tickets will be required for all events for those without credentials.  
· Friday Day Pass = $10 for Adult or $5 for Student/Senior
· Saturday Day Pass = $15 for Adult or $10 for Student/Senior
· All Session Pass (Friday and Saturday admission) = $25 for Adult or $15 for Student/Senior.  The All Session Pass will include a Championship Program and Orders of Draw.

Children under 10 years and under will be admitted free.  Tickets can be ordered in advance on Form D.  Make check payable to Southern California Association (SCA).

Life members get free admission into all national events and should complete the ticket order form (Form D).
COACHES PACKET
For coaches who plan to attend this meet without swimmers, there will be a special packet available for $35 that will contain an All Session Pass, Championship Program, orders of draw and results.  The packet can be ordered in advance or during registration.  Current USA Synchro Technical members purchasing this packet will receive a deck pass upon showing proof of USSS Technical Membership.  Advance orders can be made on Form C.  Make check payable to Southern California Association (SCA).

VIDEOTAPING
Each club may designate one video camera to tape their own participants in preliminary/semi final events and team practice with music.  There will be no spectator or club videotaping of finals events.  No video cameras will be permitted in the venue during finals.  Exception:  Each club in finals will receive a video credential that can be used in the video designated area only to video tape their own participants in finals. 


PHOTO REGULATIONS
Any photographs, videotape or other audio and/or visual recordings of the event created by a spectator may be used solely for such spectator’s personal non-commercial use, and may not be broadcast, published or disseminated, or used for any commercial purposes, without the prior written consent of U.S. Synchronized Swimming. 
VIDEOTAPE ORDER
A professional videographer will be recording finals events.  Two videos will be available:  Team/Solo and Duet/Trio.  Videotapes are $25 each or $45 for both.  The price includes shipping and can be ordered in advance or on-site throughout the Championship.  An on-site ordering schedule will be in the registration packet.  Advance orders for videos can be submitted on Form J.  Make check payable to Southern California Association (SCA).
BANNER INFORMATION
Club banners may be hung at the venue but only by LOC staff.  Provide banner vertical and horizontal dimensions on Form E.  Turn in your club banner at registration for LOC staff to hang prior to the start of competition.  All banners not hung by LOC staff will be removed immediately.

PRACTICE
There will be no open practice time in the competition pool on Wednesday, March 28.  Water time may be purchased, at a cost of $140 per hour, in 2-hour blocks ($280 total).  No club may purchase more than 2 2-hour time blocks (4 hours).  No sound system will be available; however, clubs may bring their own sound system to use.  Time blocks may be shared with only one request made for a time block.  Available hours begin at 7am and conclude at 3pm.  Requests must be received no later than February 12, 2007.  Requests will be accommodated on a first-come, first-served basis until available time is exhausted.  Each club requesting time will receive an emailed notice confirming time or not.  Payment must be received no later than March 1, 2007.  Make check payable to Southern California Association (SCA) and mail to:  Laurette Longmire, 11113 Carleen Ct., Tujunga, CA  91042.
MASSAGE
Certified massage therapists will be available for pre- and post-event relaxation massage appointments during the Championships.  Appointments must be made prior to arrival at the venue, cost $20 per appointment and must be paid for in advance.  Each appointment, which includes your massage (estimated at 15-minutes) and time for set-up and clean-up, is for a total of 20-minutes.  No new appointments will be made at the venue, only those appointments made in advance will be honored.  Your appointment(s) will be confirmed with you prior to your arrival at the venue.
Pre-event massages will begin each day at the same time that the pool opens for warm-up.  Post-event massages will conclude each day based on the following schedule:

Thursday, March 29th – 1 hour after the last figure panel concludes for the day

Friday, March 30th – 30 minutes after the Team competition concludes

Saturday, March 31st – 40 minutes after the Duet competition concludes
