Individual Technical Routines and Figures on tap for Friday





ROSEVILLE, California – The 2004 eVamor Masters Synchronized Swimming Championships began Thursday morning with the solo free competition.  Nearly 300 of the world’s top Masters synchronized swimmers, ranging from 20 to 86 years old, are competing this weekend for overall team and individual titles in the solo, duet, trio and team events. The Masters championship began in 1975, making the 2004 event the 30th annual competition.


No Masters meet is complete without New England Synchro’s Louise Wing of Lynn, Mass. Making her annual appearance Wing, the meet’s oldest competitor at 86-years-young, continued her lengthy win-streak. Wing scored a 59.833 to capture gold. Barbara Browne of Redwood Empire Synchro finished second with a score of 58.333.


California resident Karen Rosolowski of The Unsynchables claimed gold in the 40-49 Grand Masters division. Rosolowski and fellow Masters swimmer Holly Kyle of Redwood Empire Synchro recently competed in the 2004 World Masters Championships in Italy where the United States team brought home a total combined six gold, five silver and one bronze medals.    


Erin Olson of MAC Synchro, competing in the 20-29 Grandmasters division, for the second year earned the meet’s highest solo score of 83.167.  Following Olson was Heather Freer in second of Sacramento Synchronized Swimming Team with a score of 82.167 also of the 20-29 year old group.


Competition continues Friday with individual technical routines at 8:30 a.m. followed by figures. Duets and trios begin at 7:50 a.m. on Saturday with teams at 8:30 a.m. on Sunday.
