DIRECTIONS FOR USE:

Fill in the Club Name, 3-LETTER (no numbers!) Club Code and Meet Location on ALL Club Entry Forms sent. At the bottom of the Club Entry Form(s) the Team contact only needs to be filled in on the first page.  The name of the Coach (and the coach’s signature) MUST be on each page of the Club Entry Form. If the Coach is not available, they will need to sign the Club Entry Form at registration at the meet.   (Please complete a separate Club entry Form for EACH Age Group.)

The Athlete Name (first, then last) MUST be legible (preferably typed or computer driven) as this is how the athletes will be entered into the computer/meet.  The Registration Number and Birth Year are self-explanatory. Please designate whether the athlete is a GRAND MASTER by placing “GM” after their age in the Birth Year column.  This is VERY NECESSARY, as it is used for the Routine placement also.

Figure competition is a separate competition; so the age of the athlete is the age category in which the athlete competes. The Figure Group column must contain the letter of the Figure group (A, B, C, etc.) so the athlete will be placed in the correct group.

The Routine columns (Solo, Duet, Trio and Team) are divided into ID Number (#) and Age Division.

1.
In the Solo column, the first item is the ID Number (#) that indicates entry into a set of Routines (“1”, “2”, “3”, etc.).  This equals, at the bottom of the page the TOTAL number of solos entered in the meet.  The Age Division column indicates the age grouping of the Routine being entered (i.e.: 20-29 or 20-29GM, etc.).

2.
The Duet, Trio and Team columns are handled a little differently.  The column for ID Number (#) is for the Number (#) indicating entry into that Routine.  The same number MUST be placed for athletes swimming with each other (i.e.: Susie, Sally and Sam are swimming a Trio – each would have the same number in this column – “1”, “1”, “1”).  If they were swimming a Duet with Sam as an alternate, they would have – “1”, ”1”, and “alt 1” in this column.  The same holds true for the Team column, with each athlete swimming the same team number having the same number in the column after their name.  In the Age Division column all athletes in each Routine shall have their ages averaged for the correct age group in which to place that specific Routine (i.e.: a 24 year old Grand Master swimming with a 36 year old should be placed in the 30-39 year old age division/ Grand Master for their Duet).    The columns would look like this –

If an athlete is swimming in more than one (1) Age Group, they MUST be listed on each of the appropriate Club Entry form sheets.

At the bottom of the page, please write the TOTAL number of Routines/Figures competitors so the Scoring Chair entering your club into the meet will have a quick double-check that all swimmers have been entered. 

For the Combo competition, each athlete will need to be entered on a separate Combo Club Entry Form and will need to have the same number as those they are swimming with (i.e., all swimmers in Combo Routine 1 will have a “1” – if swimming together – or a “2” if all swimming in Combo Routine 2, etc.).  

Please look over this form and familiarize yourself with it.  It has been individualized for this meet.
