Ticket prices are $5.00 admission for all ages three (3) and older for all Finals.
· Program
There is a $15 fee for each club photo sent for the Championship Program.  
EVENTS
Juniors will compete in Figures, Free Routine preliminaries, and Free Routine finals. Seniors will compete in Technical Routines, Free Routine preliminaries, and Free Routine finals. Juniors and Seniors may compete in Free Combination Routine preliminaries and Free Combination Routine finals as a separate event.  The top 12 in each event will move to Finals.  The 13th place routine in each event will serve as the preswimmer for the event.
1. Federations may enter a National Team in each category: Junior (14-18, based on year of birth), Senior, and Free Combination (Open category).

2. Clubs from foreign federations may also enter in each category: Junior, Senior and Free Combination.

3. Each National Team and club from foreign federations may enter two solos, two duets, one trio (Junior category only) and one team in each category.  Each National Team may also enter the Free Combination event.

4. An individual competitor may only enter three events, exclusive of the Free Combination routine.
5. Competitors who are eligible to compete as Juniors may swim in the Senior category to complete a duet or team entry. Junior athletes may not swim in the same event in both Junior and Senior categories of competition.
6. Qualifying scores do not apply to foreign federations.
7. A club or National Team may enter an unlimited number of Free Combination routines.  An individual competitor may be entered in only one Free Combination routine.

From Orlando—take exit 29A and turn left onto Sandlake Road.  Go 2 traffic lights and turn right onto International Drive.  Follow directions above.

VENUE RULES 
GELLING and de-gelling will NOT be allowed in locker rooms.   Gelling and de-gelling will only allowed in the designated area.  A $100 fine will be assessed to any athlete caught gelling or de-gelling anywhere but in the designated area.  

Smoking, alcoholic beverages and/or glass containers are not permitted inside the Swim Center.

For final events, tickets or credentials are required for admittance to the venue. VIP seating and accessible seating will be available.

SOUND SYSTEM
An OceanEars sound system with a variable speed cassette deck and variable speed CD player will be used.  DAT tapes are not supported.  CDs may contain multiple routines, but must be clearly marked to indicate which tracks are used for each routine.  Only one routine per cassette tape (recorded at the beginning of the tape) clearly marked and identified.  
FOOD SERVICES
A concession stand will be open during competition times.  No glass or food is permitted on the pool deck.
