FEE INFORMATION

· Entry Fee
$25 per competitor per routine, including reserves (alternates). Make check payable to USA Synchro. Any swimmer who is listed as a reserve (alternate) for a routine and who is not swimming any other routine event shall pay the entry fee. (Rulebook, Appendix C) Foreign Federations do NOT pay this fee.

· Sponsor Fee
$25 per competitor. Make check payable to USA Synchro.

· Credentials
Each club will receive two coach and one chaperone credential per 10 credentialed athletes. Chaperone credentials do not allow deck access. Additional credentials can be purchased for $30.00 each. Make checks payable to USA Synchro.

· Tickets
Tickets can be ordered in advance. Advance Ticket prices are Adult- $8 ($10 at the door). Senior (60+)/Youth (Ages 5-10)-$4 ($5 at the door). Kids five and under free for all Final events. Tickets are good for all events on that day. USSS Life Members are admitted to the competition free of charge (Please check-in at ticket desk). Entire week passes are available: Adult- $24 ($30 at the door). Senior/Youth - $12 ($15 at the door).

EVENTS
Juniors will compete in Figures, Free Routine preliminaries, and Free Routine finals. Junior Open-U.S. Clubs may enter only 3 solos, 3 duets and 3 trios with minimum standard scores. U.S. Clubs may enter an unlimited number of teams.

Seniors will compete in Technical Routines and Free Routine finals. Preliminary Free routines will be waived unless dramatically more entries than normal are received.
The top 12 in each event will move to Finals. The 13th place routine in each event will serve as the preswimmer for the event. 

Juniors and Seniors may compete in the Combination as a separate event. Competitors who are 13 and 14 years of age may participate in the Combination event.
Foreign Federations:

1. 
Federations may enter a National Team in each category: Junior (15-18), Senior, and Combination (Open).

2. 
Clubs from Foreign Federations may also enter in each category: Junior, Senior, and Combination (Open).

3. Senior competition: Each National Team and club from Foreign Federations may enter two solos, two duets, and/or one team.

4. Junior competition: Each National Team and club from Foreign Federations may enter three solos, three duets, one trio and/or one team.  Only one Junior Solo or Junior Duet from each Foreign club or National Team shall advance to Finals.

5. Combination: Each National Team and club from Foreign Federations may also enter the Combination event.

6. An individual competitor may only enter three events, exclusive of the Combination routine.

7. Competitors who are eligible to compete as Juniors may swim in the Senior category to complete a duet or team entry. Junior athletes may not swim in the same event in both Junior and Senior categories of competition.

8. Qualifying scores do not apply to Foreign Federations.

9. A club or National Team may enter an unlimited number of Combination routines. An individual competitor may be entered in only one Combination routine.

FINA and UANA judges will be seated with U.S. judges on the event panels. 

NOTE: Federations entering may submit up to two officials from the FINA and/or UANA List(s) of Synchronized Swimming Officials for the U.S. Junior Open and the U.S. Senior Open Championships. FINA and/or UANA Judges from Federations not entered in the competition may attend to practice judge.

COACHES
Please register online by the entry deadline. All US coaches on deck must be 100% certified by USA Synchro. Check that you are certified on the USASynchro.org website under Education, Coaching Certification Program. If there are any concerns, please contact Kevin in the National Office, and bring any proof of certifications not shown on the web site to registration.

SCORING

We expect to use new three score scoring for free routines, but single scoring for tech routines (unless new tech routine scoring method is finalized in advance).

AWARDS

All competitors (US and Foreign) will compete for the same awards. Medals shall be awarded for places 1-3, and ribbons for places 4-12. In the Senior category, medals and ribbons shall be given to reserves (alternates) who swim either the Technical or Free Routine. In the Junior category, medals and ribbons shall be given to competitors who swim in finals only.

PHOTOGRAPHER
The official photographer for USA Synchro is MIGZ Photography, from whom you can order photographs onsite. Cameras with detachable lenses are not allowed in the competition venue.
PHOTO/VIDEO REGULATIONS

Any photographs, videotape or other audio and/or visual recordings of the event created by a spectator may be used solely for such spectator's personal non-commercial use, and may not be broadcast, published or disseminated, or used for any commercial purposes, without the prior written consent of U.S. Synchronized Swimming.

VENUE RULES 
For Final events, tickets or credentials are required for admittance to the venue.

All athletes will abide by the facility rules and USA Synchro Athlete Code of Conduct.

All equipment bags must remain in the designated areas to maintain a clean deck.
Official team banners will be hung by meet management.

Hand-made signs may not be posted.
Coolers are permitted on deck; however NO electrical appliances are permitted.
A concession stand will be open during the Championship.

Pop-up tents are allowed outside the facility.

A Clark Synthesis sound system with a CD player will be used.

Participating teams are invited to send solo, duet, trio and team photos for the official championship program. Cost per photo is $20. Send digital photos only.

A few items of note: 

1. Please do not wait for the last day of registration to begin. If you run into technical issues, this may cause you to miss the deadline.

2. Please make sure that all your athletes are visible to you upon start of registration. If someone is missing, then please call either Elizabeth or Jennifer at the office to have the athlete’s record located and made visible. This will the registration process go smoother for the user.

3. All athletes must be registered into “Athlete Registration”. This is necessary for the scoring program, and collection of the sponsor fees.
4. All coaches must register for proper credentialing.

5. The system will be checking for correct ages and current memberships. If the athlete’s file has incorrect information (such as birth date) or has been duplicated, you may get an error. Each member needs accurate information in their account for proper enrollment in events.
